Dear Parents or Guardians,

Welcome to another fun and exciting season of St. Paul Sports.  The members of the Sports Committee and all of our coaches are here to teach your children teamwork, sportsmanship, and, most importantly, Catholic values through organized sports and competition.  We hope that these lessons learned through sports will stay with them through the years and make them better individuals.

The fees for the 2011 – 2012 year will be as follows:

a) For the third through eighth grades, there will be $50.00 sports fee that is not refundable for any student who participates in a sport this school year.  This is a once a year fee per student to help defer some of the expense incurred to participate in the C.S.A.A. events and leagues.
b) For the third through eighth grades, there will be $50.00 concession fee.  This is for students who participate in volleyball and basketball only.  This will be a separate check.  The Sports Committee WILL cash this check. Due to a change in IRS laws, we will be required to cash this check. The concession fee will be used to pay workers for the concession stand and other areas during sporting events at St. Paul.  We will be paying $10.00 per hour for working in the areas that were previously “volunteer” positions. We will be signing up workers at the try-outs for volleyball and basketball or you may sign up by contacting me.  You may also sign up to work on a volunteer basis as well.  Any excess funds received from the concession fee will be used to defer operating cost of the sports programs at St. Paul.  
c) For the third through eighth grades, a $60.00 uniform fee must be given to the equipment manager before a uniform can be picked up.  Fifth through eighth grade basketball uniform fee is $100.00 because the uniforms include warm-ups.  This check will not be cashed as long as the uniforms are handed back in within ten days of the end of the season.  Drop off times will be announced for this, or the uniform can be given to the coach after the last game.

d) All fees for Pre-K through second grade will be announced once we start sign-ups for intramural basketball, girl’s volleyball, soccer, etc.  All of these activities will be offered provided we have enough participation from our school/parish and other schools/parishes in the area.  Some of the sports offered are a combined effort with other schools, so it depends on their participation as well.
The sports fee, the concession fee, and the uniform fees are due at the time the uniforms are handed out to the athletes.  Failure to have all three checks will result in a uniform not being issued to your child at that time.  It will be the parent/guardians responsibility to reschedule a time with the equipment manger to pick up the uniform.  All checks must be written and dated on the day that uniforms are handed out.  Checks must be written from an active account.  Old checks with the date scratched out or changed in anyway will not be accepted.  Please put in the memo area of the check the following information:  the child’s name and what the check is for.    Any return checks related to insufficient funds or closed accounts will incur an additional $30 return check fee.
As a committee, we always welcome opinions or suggestions from the parents/guardians about how we operate the sports program.  There will a parent’s survey handed out by either the coach or the sport’s coordinator at the end of the season for you to fill out and return to the committee.  The committee evaluates the survey responses and determines if there are problem areas we need to address. The committee also evaluates the surveys for good things that are being done in our sports program and extends our appreciation to individuals involved.  As always you may contact anyone on the committee if you have questions or if something needs immediate attention.

For added information and awareness of what is going on with the sports program, we will be utilizing the sports page on our Edline website through the school and the parish website.  These websites are updated often with information, including game times, Sports Committee contact information, parent surveys, etc.  Please take a moment to familiarize yourself with the sites because it is a very vital part of our communication with parents, guardians and fans.
